Dr. Jacobs opened the meeting with a request for Board approval of Resolution No. 08-04-07:  “Approval of Candidates for Degrees, Spring 2008.”  Chairman Stansley requested a motion for approval, which was received, seconded and unanimously approved by the Board members present.   

President Jacobs reported that Northwest Ohio, under the leadership of The University of Toledo, is becoming a world center for advanced renewable energy and requested approval of Resolution No. 08-04-08: “Creation of a Center for Advanced Renewable Energy.”  Trustee McQuade suggested the university move as rapidly as possible with the creation of this center and Dr. Jacobs accepted and welcomed the challenge he presented.  Board Chairman Stansley requested a motion for approval of this resolution, which was received, seconded and unanimously approved by all Board members present.  
Chairman Stansley requested a motion to enter Executive Session to prepare for, conduct, or review negotiations or bargaining sessions.  The motion was received, seconded and approved by all Board members present.  A roll call vote was taken:  Mr. Ashley, yes; Dr. Brady, yes; Mr. Fall, yes; Ms. Gilmore, yes; Mr. Huey, yes; Dr. Hussain, yes; Mr. Koester, yes; Judge McQuade, yes; Ms. Palmer, yes; Mr. Stansley, yes; Ms. Summons, yes; and, Mr. Szuch, yes. At the conclusion of the Board’s discussions, they voted to exit Executive Session.
From discussions in Executive Session, it was decided that a Special Board meeting would be tentatively scheduled for April 30 at 5:00 p.m. to ratify resolutions for approval of the Collective Bargaining Agreements for both the Communications Workers of America and The University of Toledo Police Patrolman’s Association.  This meeting is pending approval of the contracts by each Union’s membership.  

Chairman Stansley recognized the importance of open communications and input from a variety of stakeholders and expressed the Board’s commitment to it.  Mr. Stansley mentioned receiving correspondence and hearing conversation that action is pending that may result in a “no confidence” vote in Dr. Y. T. Lee, Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences.  The Board is supportive of Dr. Lee’s State of the College Address and the principles, vision and objectives that he presented are consistent with the institutional Strategic Plan.  At this time, the Board believes this action is premature and it is without merit.  The Board requested details of the issues with the Dean, as well as the process for a “no confidence” vote be provided by Dr. Haggett to Dr. Jacobs.
Dr. Scott Scarborough presented Resolution No. 08-04-09:  “Authorization for Restructuring and Refinancing Outstanding General Receipts Bonds – Addendum” to the Board for approval.  After discussion, Chair Stansley requested a motion for approval of the resolution.  The motion was received, seconded and all Board members present approved its passage.

There being no further business before the Board, Mr. Stansley adjourned the meeting at 2:00 p.m.
